Annual Report 
May 2009 – April 2010 

 
The Parish of Whiteley 

 
Whiteley Parish is within Winchester 
District Council. 
 
Two thirds of the parish is woodland and 
fields, with Dimmocks’ Moor to the north 
east with the railway as the boundary, 
Stoneyfield Copse, Quindell Golf Course 
and Skylark Meadows lie on the eastern 
boundary, Waterclose Copse and Bridge 
Copse lie on the north boundary.   
 

 
Whiteley Pastures 

 
The western boundary runs from Whiteley 
Cottages on Whiteley Lane, around 
Quaveys Copse through to Thyme Avenue, 
Gull Coppice onto Rookery Avenue and 
across the motorway to follow the line of 
the railway around Segensworth North, 
across Whiteley Lane to join Skylark 
Meadows to the north. 
 

  
Skylark Meadows 

This encloses the business park, shopping 
village, Segensworth North industrial 
estate, and residential areas around Leafy 
Lane, Marjoram Way, Thyme Avenue, 
Bluebell Way and Skylark Meadows, 
approximately 1400 households. 
 

 
 
Councillors are unpaid and are governed 
by a mandatory code of conduct which 
includes obligations to act in an appropriate 
manner. 
 
The Parish Council provides a local voice 
for its residents; each Parish Council differs 
in the work it carries out. The majority of 
the work carried out by Whiteley Parish 
Council is through its committees: Strategic 
Development and Policy, Finance, 
Recreation and General Purpose, Planning 
and Highways and Transport, there are 
also working parties for specific projects 
such as the Whiteley Voice magazine 
 
The Parish Council has representatives for 
a number of outside organisations: The 
Board of Hampshire Association of Local 
Councils, Winchester City Council 
Standards Board, Parish Partnership 
Forum – a police liaison forum, Safer 
Neighbourhood Panel, Older People’s 
Forum, Rights of Way, Passenger 
Transport, and a very active Environment 
Champion.  
 
 

 
 
 
 
 

The Parish Council gained Quality 
Parish Status in 2007 and 
comprises 11 Councillors who are 
elected every four years.  

 
The Parish Council also 
works closely with 
National Association of 
Local Councils (NALC) 
and one of the Parish 
Council’s projects is 
featured as a case study 
in the recently published 
“Communications Toolkit 
for Local Councils”.

The Parish Council is continuing to develop 
the Whiteley Voice which is delivered to all 
Whiteley households.   
 

 
 
The Whiteley Voice working party 
welcomes news from local organisations 
and has developed close links with 
Whiteley Primary School and Henry Cort 
Community College with the aim of 
promoting our excellent local schools. 
 
The Whiteley Voice is a continually 
evolving publication and is looking to both 
increase the content of the magazine and 
the advertising revenue to eventually 
become a self funding project. 
The Parish Council is grateful for the 
sponsorship of Whiteley Village, Robinson 
Reade Estate Agents and local 
businesses. 
 
 

Chairmanôs overview 
 
The Parish Council’s aim is to improve the 
quality of life for its residents by working 
closely with the community and appropriate 
service providers. The Parish Council has 
developed strategies based on 2008 Parish 
Plan. and action plans to allow progress to 
be monitored, and I am pleased to provide 
a short report on the key objectives for 
2009/10. 
 
Provide a youth facility at Meadowside. 
 
Work on this project is ongoing, part of the 
redevelopment of Whiteley Village includes 
an extension to Meadowside Leisure 
Centre, a large space that can be

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developed for use by young people and 
other community uses. 

 
Consider options and make decision on 

whether to accept the devolution of 

management of Meadowside recreation 

ground, skatepark, play areas and other 

open spaces from Winchester City 

Council to the Parish Council. 

 
The maintenance costs of Meadowside 
recreation ground, play areas and all open 
spaces are currently paid for through a 
developers’ fund set up 20 years ago. The 
annual maintenance cost is currently 
around £100,000. The fund will be 
exhausted in a few years and the costs will 
fall on residents.  Winchester City Council 
will either devolve the responsibilities to the 
Parish Council or charge residents directly 
through the Council Tax.   
 
Both options will create a similar significant 
additional cost to residents, if the Parish 
Council adopts the areas it will provide 
advantages of local management and 
accountability. 
 
Discussions are still ongoing to determine 
the extent and value of the work involved.  

Consider the Whiteley Village re-

development proposals and pursue the 

timely provision of community facilities 

including Parish Council hub and 

library.  

Work is expected to start on redeveloping 

Whiteley Village later this year, 

negotiations regarding the community 

facilities have been taking place on a 

regular basis together with meetings with 

HCC to discuss library provision.  Budget 

cuts mean a conventional library is very 

unlikely but other formats of lending and 

information provision are being explored.

The bench has provided a conversation 
point during its construction.  There is still 

some remedial work to carry out following 
problems with the quality of the concrete.

The bench has achieved a great sense of 
ownership as lots of Whiteley children have 
been involved with the project or know 
other children who were involved. 

Continue to campaign for existing 

distributor roads at Yew Tree Drive and 

Rookery Avenue to be opened as 

quickly as possible to all traffic.  

Following extensive campaigning by the 

Parish Council for Yew Tree Drive to be 

opened, HCC carried out a further 

consultation with residents and businesses. 

The results of this are expected to be made 

public in the autumn. It is hoped that the 

higher authorities will agree to at least a 

trial opening of Yew Tree Drive to all traffic.

Continue planning with Winchester City 

Council and other bodies to establish 

immediate and future infrastructure 

requirements in North Whiteley 

including Whiteley Way, primary and 

secondary Schools.  

The Parish Council welcomed Winchester 

City Council’s establishment of the North 
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Whiteley Development Forum to discuss 

issues regarding the proposed extension to 

Whiteley.  However it will continue to liaise 

directly with developer interests to ensure 

the infrastructure needs are given sufficient 

priority. 

Continue to lobby Hampshire County 

Council and Winchester City Council to 

improve bus services and public 

transport links.   

Following extensive campaigning by the 

Parish Council a number of new routes 

were devised and costed.  Hampshire 

County Council was unsuccessful in a 

grant application to assist with the cost of 

providing new routes and has advised 

there is no other funding available to 

improve services in the short term.  This is 

disappointing and the Parish Council will 

continue to campaign for better services for 

residents. 

Improve pedestrian access to Whiteley 

Primary School.  

 

The Parish Council is working on a project 

to improve the surface of the Gull Coppice 

footpath to make it more user friendly.  The 

Council is also continuing its campaign for 

a pedestrian crossing on Yew Tree Drive 

for use by all residents. 

 
The proposals to create a path through 
woodland to the school from Rookery 
Avenue are not supported due to the 
impact of the path on protected woodland 
and also as the adjoining pavements are 
too narrow and the path will encourage 
more parents to drive to school and park in 
Rookery Avenue. 
 
The Council held its 7th Annual Parish 
Assembly on 11th May, this is always a 
great community building event.  If you 
have not attended in the past make a note 
to come next year!

Committee Reports 
 

Strategic Development and 

Policy Committee  
 
This Committee deals with strategic issues 
such as overseeing the planning process 
for Whiteley Village redevelopment and 
plans for North Whiteley. 
 
It is also working with Winchester City 
Council and Hampshire County Council to 
secure a community hub for Whiteley 
together with development of a facility for 
young people. 
 
The Committee is exploring the possibility 
of devolution of the management of 
Meadowside Recreation Ground, the 
skatepark and play areas in Whiteley.  The 
running costs for these are currently met 
through developer’s contributions but this 
fund will be exhausted in the next few 
years which will result in increased costs 
for residents.    

 

Planning Committee  

 
Between May 2009 and April 2010 the 
Planning Committee considered and 
responded to 35 planning applications in 
the Parish.  
 
Objections were raised to proposals for 54 
new houses on Bluebell Way due to the 
lack of primary school places and 
incomplete roads.  Unfortunately as outline 
permission was granted many years ago 
Winchester City Council was unwilling to 
refuse permission.

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Recreation and General 

Purposes Committee 
 
The Recreation and General Purposes 
Committee deals with general maintenance 
requests which affect Whiteley open 
spaces and play parks. 
 
 During the last year the Committee has 
overseen the refurbishment of several play 
areas in Whiteley, before work started 
residents of nearby properties were 
consulted on options for the areas which 
has resulted in some more exiting 
equipment.

The Committee worked Whiteley Primary 
School, Henry Cort Community College 
and artist Russell Jacubowski to create a 
sculpture bench installation on 
Meadowside Recreation Ground.  The 
project presented a number of challenges 
which have taken time to resolve. 
 
The Committee is also a contact point for 
the Meon Valley Safer Neighbourhood 
Panel (SNP).  If you have any community 
safety concerns which you feel should be 
addressed please come along to a 
Committee meeting, or contact any 
Councillor or Parish Clerk Nicki Oliver. 
 
 

Highways and Transport 

Committee  
 
This Committee reviews road and street 
light maintenance issues and ensures 
requests are completed. 
 
During 2009/10 the Committee has 
campaigned for public transport 
improvements in response to requests from 

residents, Hampshire County Council 
devised a number of new routes but has 
been unable to secure funding to 
implement improvements. 
 
Improvements to the availability of 
information on existing services has also 
been sought from Hampshire County 
Council as the timetables are confusing. 
 
The Committee noted the response to 
Hampshire County Council’s consultation 
with East Whiteley residents on whether 
alterations to Leafy Lane and Bader Way 
should be carried out to deter through 
traffic, the response to the consultation was 
inconclusive and HCC decided not to 
pursue the work. 
 
The Committee is preparing a plan to 
demonstrate how access into and out of 
Whiteley can be improved, it will also cover 
action needed to allow emergency access 
should key routes be blocked. 
 
The Committee has requested grit bins in a 
number of locations which HCC will 
consider for installation in the autumn of 
2010. 

 

Finance Committee  
 
The Finance Committee reviews the 
Council's income and expenditure on a 
regular basis, it also discusses applications 
from local organisations seeking funding 
assistance and makes recommendations to 
Full Council.  
 
The Committee sets the budget or precept 
for the following financial year; this is the 
amount of money that the Council requests 
Winchester City Council to raise on behalf 
of the Parish Council through the Council 
Tax. 
 
The Parish Council is able to consider 
grants from local organisation working in 
the community. 
 
Application forms and terms and conditions 
are available to download from the Parish 
Council website or on request from the 
Clerk.
