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The Parish of Whiteley

Whiteley Parish is within the boundary of
Winchester District Council.

Two thirds of the parish is woodland and
fields, with Di mmocks
east with the railway as the boundary,
Stoneyfield Copse, Quindell Golf Course

and Skylark Meadows lie on the eastern
boundary, Waterclose Copse and Bridge
Copse lie on the north boundary.

Whiteley Pastures

The western boundary runs from Whiteley
Cottages on Whiteley Lane, around
Quaveys Copse through to Thyme Avenue,
Gull Coppice onto Rookery Avenue and
across the motorway to follow the line of
the railway around Segensworth North,
across Whiteley Lane to join Skylark
Meadows to the north.
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This encloses the business park, shopping
village, Segensworth North industrial
estate, and residential areas around Leafy
Lane, Marjoram Way, Thyme Avenue,
Bluebell Way and Skylark Meadows,
approximately 1400 households.

The Parish Coun c i ainTissto improve the
quality of life for its residents by working
closely with the community and appropriate
service providers. The Parish Council has
developed strategies based on 2008 Parish
Plan and more recent consultations to

allow progress to be monitored. | am

pleased to provide a report on the key
objectives for 2010/11.

1. Continue planning with Winchester City
Council and other bodies to establish
immediate and future infrastructure
requirements in North Whiteley
including Whiteley Way, primary and
secondary Schools Discussions with
Winchester City Council and the
North Whiteley Consortium are
ongoing to ensure infrastructure is
provided in a timely manner. The
Parish Council has raised concerns
that the requirement for 40%
affordable housing on new
developments will reduce the
funding available for urgently
required infrastructure such as road
links and schools. Wider
consultation with the community on
master planning is expected to
begin within the next twelve months.

2. Prepare an outline highways strategy
for Whiteley including consideration of
emergency planning issues. The
Council adopted a Highways
Strategy on 10" January 2011, it is
available to download from the
website. The first priorities were
agreed on 7" March 2011:

1. Provision of an emergency access
route out of Whiteley should
Parkway be blocked between the
north entrance and the R2 (Marjoram
Way) roundabout.

2. Provision of a controlled crossing
on Yew Tree Drive Campaigns to
secure these priorities is in progress.

3. Consider options and make decision on
whether to accept the devolution of
management of Meadowside recreation
ground, play parks, skatepark and
other areas from Winchester City
Council to Parish Council in 2011.

The Parish Council agreed to take
responsibility for the areas on 10"
January 2011 after very careful
consideration. The decision was
taken after consultation leaflets were
delivered to every household
together with an invitation to a
public meeting held on 6™ December
2010. The background papers are
available to view on the website.

4. Research potential youth facilities for
Meadowside Recreation Ground and
progress if appropriate Work is
ongoing with a proposal for an
outdoor gym and the use of the new
community hub for activities for
young people is currently under
discussion.



Research a project to install floodlights
on the Meadowside MUGA and
progress if appropriate The Parish
Council has liaised with Whiteley
Football Club to offer guidance on
grants for this project.

Oversee and work with WCC to
refurbish play areas in Whiteley
Refurbishment of the play areas was
completed in 2010.

Pursue a management plan for the
Meadowside conservation area A
project to fence the conservation
area to allow it to be grazed by cattle
or ponies is being researched. The
animals would only need to graze for
two months during the year. The
project will only go ahead if grant
funding can be secured.

Continue to maintain existing assets.
Assets such as the map boards,
benches, bus shelters and notice
boards are subject to a maintenance
programme.

Consider the Whiteley Village re-
development proposals and pursue the
timely provision of community facilities
including Parish Council hub, youth
facility and library. Planning
permission for the redevelopment of
Whiteley Village has been granted.
The Parish Council has worked with
Winchester City Council and the
developer to secure the provision of
anew community hub. This will be
an extension to Meadowside Leisure
Centre to provide parish rooms and
community meeting space.

The Council is currently working
with the developer to secure
convenient pedestrian access to
Tesco for residents during the

traffic The Parish Council is working
with the North Whiteley Consortium
to secure additional road links at the
earliest possible stage should the
extension to Whiteley go ahead.

Pursue the install
measures,(yellow boxes) to Junction 9
This work is ongoing.

Continue to lobby Hampshire County
Council and Winchester City Council to
improve bus services and public
transport links Some improvements to
bus services were made during
2010, unfortunately these are now
under review as HCC is looking to
cut bus subsidies. The Parish
Council has promoted the bus time
tables in The Whiteley Voice and on
its website and notice boards.

Improve pedestrian access to Whiteley
Primary School without impacting on
protected woodland. The Parish
Council is working on a joint project
to upgrade the surface of the Gull
Coppice footpath, this should be
completed during the early summer.

Pursue the reinstatement of Permitted
Development Rights for Whiteley
properties that currently have them
removed Winchester City Council is
unwilling to fund the legal costs
associated with this at present. The
Parish Council is pursuing the issue
as it will reduce costs for WCC and
residents in the longer term.

Committee Reports

Strategic Development and Policy
Committee

This Committee deals with strategic issues
such as overseeing the planning process
for Whiteley Village redevelopment and
plans for North Whiteley.

It is also working with Winchester City
Council and Hampshire County Council to
secure a community hub for Whiteley
together with development of a facility for
young people.

Unfortunately Hampshire County Council
has chosen not to proceed with the
proposed library due to cost, the Parish
Council is looking at other community uses
for the space.

The Committee looked carefully at all the
options for managing Meadowside
recreation ground and the play areas once
the developers maintenance funding is
exhausted. It recommended that the
Parish Council take ownership of the
relevant areas, currently owned by
Winchester City Council, to allow residents
to benefit from local control. Council tax
will rise to cover the costs that are currently
funded by developers. The background
and detailed papers on the project are
available to view on the website.

Planning Committee

Between May 2010 and April 2011 the
Planning Committee considered and
responded to over 40 planning applications
in the Parish.

Objections have been raised to Hampshire
County

Highways and Transport
Committee

This Committee reviews road and street
light maintenance issues and ensures
requests are completed.

During 2010/11 the Committee has
campaigned for public transport
improvements with some success. Details
of the new time tables were included in a
pull out section of The Whiteley Voice and
are also availabl e
website.

Grit bins were installed in a number of
locations following requests from residents
and the Council. Unfortunately Hampshire
County Council is not responsible for grit
bins or for salting roads where roads are
unadopted.

The Committee secured a grant from
Hampshire County Council for a
partnership project to improve the surface
of the Gull Coppice footpath.
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Finance Committee

The Finance Committee reviews the
Council's income and expenditure on a
regular basis, it also discusses applications
from local organisations seeking funding
assistance and makes recommendations to
Full Council.

The Committee sets the budget or precept
for the following financial year; this is the
amount of money that the Council requests
Winchester City Council to raise on behalf
of the Parish Council through the Council
Tax.

The Parish Council is able to consider
grants from local organisation working in
the community.
