(Chairman) Brenda Hatch to carry out some research on the current situation.

4.5 To receive update on Area K issues (Cllr P Thew) ARK residents association
now has over 60 members, there are problems finding contact details for the
owners of properties that are rented. The AGM is due to be held on 30" March.

4.6 To receive update on project for new sculpture benches (Cllr P Thew) The
sculpture bench project is progressing well. Two artists have expressed an
interest and Whiteley Primary School and Henry Cort staff and pupils will be
taking part in workshops to develop ideas which will be presented at the
Annual Parish Assembly. Following the presentations / exhibitions one artist
will be chosen to manufacture the benches.

Cllr Allgood has kindly made a grant of £2K towards the project, other grant
funding bodies have been approached including Awards for All, WCC,
Grassroots and the HCC Arts grant, unfortunately the timing and nature of the
project and because it is being lead by the PC mean it looks as if the project



doesn’t qualify for these. The PC has included sufficient funds in the precept
to cover the total costs.
